Houston Learning Academy - Fort Bend Campus Summary Policy for Night/Weekend School

Signatures of school counselor, student and parent are required.  Enrollment constitutes acceptance of HLA school policies.  See HLA policies on the front and back of this form.  Full payment must be included.  A check or credit card for the amount of the course will secure your registration.  The last day to register for any session with incurring a late fee is one week prior to the beginning of the session.  There is a $50 charge for any subject, class, session, or campus change once a student is registered.  There is a $100 charge for course cancellations prior to the beginning of the session. Should HLA cancel a course for any reason, a full refund will be made.   No refunds will be made for students that are dismissed because of attendance, suspension, or inappropriate behavior.  Attendance is mandatory. Registration is on a first come, first served basis.  

Registration:  Payment is due prior to a class start date.  Registration is on a first come, first serve basis.  Registration form, fees, and signatures by all parties are mandatory for enrollment.  Books are included as part of the tuition and must be returned at the end of the session.  Students are responsible for damaged or lost textbooks.  Students must supply pen/pencil, a spiral notebook and calculator (if necessary).

 _______(Initial)   Attendance:  First day and continuous attendance along with completion of all required work and test are necessary.  Three tardies equal one absence.  An absence is more than 15 minutes late and a tardy is 1-15 min late.  There are no excused tardies, regardless of weather, train, or traffic accidents.  Due to state regulations, any student missing more than two classes in a session will be dropped from the class without refund.  HLA is a closed campus, meaning that students may not leave the building once entered without the permission of the teacher, principal, or parent.  A doctor or court order receipt with a signed parent’s note is necessary for an excused absence.  A student’s unexcused absence make-up work will receive a maximum of 80% credit.  Students must work and stay in their assigned class.  Classes are dismissed by the teacher only.

Grades and Finals: Grades will only be granted when all student requirements are met.  “Incomplete grades” are not allowed.  All work is to be done by the student as scheduled by the teacher, or zeros will be given for “refusal to work”.  A minimum score of 70 is considered passing.  The final is 25% of the grade.  There are no student exemptions from final exams.  Finals will be completed on the assigned day and time.  Grade reports will be mailed to the student and their home school within 10 days after completion of the course.  Each course offered is considered an “Academic” course and is weighted accordingly.  ALL STUDENTS MUST PASS THE FINAL EXAM TO PASS THE CLASS.

Curriculum:  HLA follows Texas Essential Knowledge & Skills (TEKS) and course requirements for a high school diploma.

Attire:  The attire of all students must be neat, clean and modest.  The judgment of the appropriateness of attire rests with the principal.  Blue jeans, shorts, t-shirts, and sandals are acceptable.  The following are unacceptable: tank tops, halter tops, strapless tops, spandex, cut offs, questionable printing/slogans, and obvious distractions.  Sandals are acceptable.  Shorts and dresses must be no higher than mid thigh.  Attire must fully cover the abdomen and back.  Students inappropriately dressed may be sent home as an unexcused absence.  All clothing must fit neatly.

 ______(Initial)    Substance-Free Campus: HLA will not tolerate substance abuse.  Possession of any substance or drug (prescription/non prescription drugs, alcohol, or tobacco) within 500 feet radius of the campus is cause for immediate expulsion without refund. Director or authorized teacher has the right to search any student and their possessions if reasonable or probable cause exists.  A student will be suspended if appearance or smell of substance use is suspected at any time.

Disciplinary Action: Disciplinary action will be taken immediately for a student’s disrespect, defiance, profanity, disruption, verbal or physical abuse, cheating, truancy, theft, malicious mischief, reckless driving in the parking lot, unauthorized departure, and other conduct or acts deemed unacceptable by HLA or law authorities.  All cell phones and pagers must be turned off during class time.  Students shall not possess devices of radios, tapes, videos, CD, or electronic equipment.  Parents may reclaim student’s property for a $15 FEE.  Food and drinks cannot be brought to or consumed in class.  Students cannot distribute or solicit items, pamphlets, events or services.

Service Charges: a $25 fee will be assessed for late registration, class, campus or subject changes, and NSF checks.  An NSF check will result in the student being placed on financial suspension and grades will not be released until restitution is made.
Credit Card Refund Policy:  I understand that if my child withdraws from Houston Learning Academy, I will not receive a refund of my tuition , less the $50 registration fee per class, unless I have given the required notice prior to the class start date.    
Should my child withdraw prior to the class start date, I will receive a refund of any tuition paid in advance less the $50 registration fee per class.  Any resulting credit balance will be refunded to my credit card within thirty (30) days of the transaction which resulted in the credit balance.  No cash refunds will be given.
I understand that no refund will be given once a class starts.   Except as expressly set forth above, refunds will be granted only for billing errors.  To request a refund due to billing errors, I understand that I must do so within thirty (30) days of the date of the first credit card statement reflecting the erroneous charge.  Refunds requested after 30 days will not be granted.
No credit/refund will be given for holidays, professional in-service days, student absences or illnesses, or if Houston Learning Academy must close because of emergency or inclement weather.  I understand that Houston Learning Academy does not refund for days missed.
